Below is a sample letter that can be personalized and sent to your MLA, the Education Minister or Premier. 

Dear [insert names of MLA/Minister]:

As a parent of a student at _____________ school in Vancouver, I am deeply concerned about the increasing effect of 
funding shortfalls, which results in the loss of services and supports to children like mine.

The Vancouver school district is projecting a funding shortfall of up to $18.12 million for the 2010/11 school year. 
Without a funding increase to cover this shortfall, the Vancouver School Board will be required to make drastic cuts 
to an already very lean and underfunded school system.

While it may be true that provincial funding for education is at its highest level, recent increases have not kept pace 
with rising costs, resulting in funding shortfalls.

Vancouver has cut more than $51 million in staffing, programs and services since 2002/03 because funding increases 
did not keep pace with rising costs. As you know, most of these costs are provincially determined and downloaded 
to district operating budgets, for example: provincially negotiated salary increases; pension plan contributions; MSP 
premiums; carbon emission reporting; and offset purchase requirements. If these costs are not fully funded, staffing, 
programs and services must be reduced, further eroding what has proven to be a world-class public education system.

I urge you to ensure that public education funding is increased to fully cover the cost pressures faced by BC school 
districts.

I will close by quoting our Lieutenant Governor, The Honourable Steven Point, who stated in the February 2009 
Speech from the Throne: “Education is the best economic development and health promotion program ever invented. 
In tight economic times, it is only smart to maintain and expand educational investments.”

Thank you for ensuring your government’s commitment to protect public education so that our children can be 
equipped with the 21st Century knowledge and skills necessary to ensure the future health, prosperity and economic 
success of this province.
