Nicki Clausen-Grace is a fourth-grade classroom teacher in Oviedo, Florida and an adjunct instructor at the University of Central Florida in Orlando.   Michelle Kelley is Assistant Professor at the University of Central Florida. Michelle and Nicki have co-authored both R5 in Your Classroom and Comprehension Shouldn’t Be Silent, in which teaching strategies are analyzed, enabling clear understanding of how to support students learning to read and how to avoid common reading problems.  Their unique reading block (R5 – Read, Relax, Reflect, Respond, Rap) is designed to promote conversations among students about books.  


Nicki and Michelle’s session will focus on teaching Grades 4-7.





Debbie Miller, a staff developer with the Denver-based Public Education and Business Coalition, works as a consultant with schools that are developing literacy programs and is an adjunct professor at Regis University.
